It was "Archie”
who suggested to his family that they
donate the land west of Newburgh to the
city to be used for aviation. The airport,
begun in 1930 by the city and finished
just before World War 11 by the Army Adr
Corps, is named after the Stewarts as a
reminder of their foresight and generosity.
